Welcome!

Welcome to the course New Testament Survey (part 1). This quarter course is being taught by Pastor
Hanna for GNBC Bible Institute during the summer of 2026. It will run for nine weeks—from June 4
through August 13, 2026, with a two-week break in June for our church VBS and summer camp. The
second half of the course will be taught at a future date TBA.

The purpose of this course is to give the students an understanding of the New Testament as a whole, its
divisions, and a brief survey of the theme and contents of each New Testament book. Students will be
assigned to read through the portion of the New Testament covered during this quarter course
(Matthew — Philippians). We will also be using Merrill Tenny’s New Testament Survey as our textbook.
